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Sharia Laws in respect of “Murthath” (one who deserted Islam) issued

by the All Ceylon Jamiathul Ulama

In a meeting convened on 05/11/1991 at the upper floor of the “Masjithun Noor” comprising of
Trustees of all Mosques, Members of Citizen’s Committees, Grama Sevaka Officers, Dignitaries,
Ulama Council Members, after the demise of the*Murthath” recently, it was decided to remind
the public and to strictly enforce the Sharia Laws issued by the All Ceylon Jamiathul Ulama.

“And if any of you turned back from his faith and die in unbelief their works will
bear no fruit in this life and the hereafter; they will be companions of fire and will
abide therein.”’(Quran 2:217)

Request a “Murthath” to repent (Thowba) if accepted he should pronounce
Kalimah “Sahathath” in public and rejoin Islam and adhere to the laws of Islam.

The following laws should be enforced upon a “Murthath” if he refuses to repent

Death penalty would be executed on him in a country ruled by Islam

It is prohibited to perform cleaning rituals, covering the body with
clothes and Janaza prayers, to bury him in a Muslim cemetery in case of
his death

No one can claim inheritance of his wealth and property

All his wealth and property will be entrusted to “Baithunmal- the Public
Trust”

The marriage contract of a widow who has not followed her husband and
is a Muslim it wil} be nullified.

It is prohibited to say Salam or say prayers (Dhuwa) on him.

Their witness will not be accepted.

They cannot be a “Wali” (the one who takes responsibility) in the case of
a marriage.

Muslims should not consume the meat slaughtered by them.

Should not see or inquire after his health if he falls sick

It is prohibited for Muslims to participate in any special celebrations or
partake in the meals provided by them. '

It is prohibited to have any business dealings with them.

It is prohibited to include them in the Mosque Administration or Muslim
Jamath (Associations)

Should deal with them severely and vehemently than dealing with
“Kafir” (Non-Muslims) because of the reason the Kafir who embrace
Islam proclaiming the Kalimah “La Ilahu Il Allab” has no obligation to
repeat (Kalah) the compulsory or obligatory rituals that he has failed to
perform, but the “Murthath” who proclaim again the Kalimah “La llahu
11l Allah”* and embrace Islam should repeat them ail.

Non-Muslims can inhabit in Muslim dominated places but Muslims
should avoid living with “Murthath” or having any relationship with
them.

There are many more laws in Islam with regard to this “Murthath”. If this “Murthath” faii to
embrace Islam again, although enough time has been extended to them for repentance, the
Trustees of the Mosque and the Muslim General public are hereby requested to implement the
above Islamic laws without delay.
